This program is a free program funded by a four - year grant from the Federal Department of Education – Indian Education.  This is a daily free 6 hour program. The mornings are English/Dakota or English/Ojibwe then the afternoons are dedicated to total Dakota or Ojibwe immersion.  Language nests are held weekly to encourage families to be involved in their child’s learning.  Each child with receive 570 + hours of immersion each year.

The goal of the program is to learn Dakota or Ojibwe language as well as improving school readiness.
